2.1 Charging
Charing with the Charing Case

Place the transmitters and the receiver in the charging case to start charging
simultaneously. If the charging case runs out of power, use the provided USB-A to
USB-C cable to charge the case. The transmitter and receiver will automatically power
on once removedfrom the charging case.
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In outdoor or windy environments, use the windscreen to reduce wind noise and improve
audio quality.
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The transmitter can be attached to clothing using the magnet, or can be placed on a
stable surface using the magnet.

The transmitter and receiver in the combos are linked by default. Follow the steps
below to link the transmitter and receiver if they become unlinked.
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Linking via the charging case

Place the transmitters and the receiver in the charging case to link them automatically.

Linking Manually

1. When the transmitter is turned off, press and hold the power button until the LED blinks
bule quickly, indicating that the device is in linking status.
